This copy of the Snowy Day was adapted with a variety of tactile cues (e.g., puffy paint
on a number of pages -- footprints, tracks, snow balls; fabric). The last photo shows
communication cards scanned from pages of the book and adapted with the same
tactile cues that were added to the pages. The communication cards can be used to aid
the student in answering questions in during, before, and after reading strategies.
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
